The bridge is so named because of the sad laments of the pris-
oners as they were led across it to certain torture and possible death.

Don’t miss out on an optional gondola trip, gliding along the picturesque
canals with a local troubadour to serenade you.   
At 6:30 pm, attend the scheduled public Mass at the Basilica of San Marco, as
sung by the Schola Cantorum of Santa Fe.

DDaayy 44 January 4, Friday: AM/Mestre–Florence–PM/Academy
of Fine Arts; Highlights of Florence – PM/Formal Concert
After breakfast, we leave Mestre and drive south through the gentle Tuscan hills

that for centuries have inspired saints, artists and admirers of beauty, to the
Renaissance city of Florence.  
Check-in at your hotel in Florence.  Independent lunch.
After lunch, your local guide will be ready to take you to the Accademia, which
holds the superb “David” by Michelangelo.

History, evolving over
2,500 years, will be made visible for you by the Roman ruins, 15th century
churches, 17th century palaces and 20th century monuments.  Hotel check-in.
Independent lunch.
After an early dinner, you will be transferred to the Church of St. Ignatius for
a formal public concert for the City of Rome, presented by the Schola
Cantorum of Santa Fe. After the concert, visit the Trevi Fountain and toss in a
coin to ensure your “Arrivederci, Roma.”

Mass at St. Peter’s Basilica – PM/Tour of Christian Rome –
Evening/Gala dinner

am Papal Mass in honor of the Feast of Epiphany, as celebrated by His
Holiness, Pope Benedict XVI. Schola Cantorum of Santa Fe will be seated in a
special section with the Guida Choirs in close approximation to the Sistine
Chapel Choir, and invited to sing the responses during the liturgy. End your
morning in St. Peter’s Square to attend the noon Papal Blessing.
Then, free time for independent lunch with the afternoon at leisure for browsing,
shopping or exploring the sights of Rome.  Hearty pilgrims may want to attempt
to climb the 330 stairs (or take the elevator) to the top of St. Peter’s for an unpar-
alleled view of Vatican City and Rome. 
This afternoon, begin your afternoon with a visit to the magnificent Basilica of St.
Paul, built by Constantine in the 4th century on the site of St. Paul's tomb. After
having been totally destroyed by fire in 1823, it was rebuilt on the original basili-
can plan of early Christian churches. Surrounding the nave are the medallions of
each Pope, from Peter to Benedict XVI. Continue your tour to the Cathedral of St.
John Lateran, the first Christian church to be consecrated. It was founded by the
Emperor Constantine in the 4th century and was home to the Popes for many
years prior to the present Vatican residence. End your tour with a visit the Basilica
of St. Mary Major, one of the four major Basilicas built by Pope Sixtus III (AD 432-
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440). View the impressive interior with its remarkable mosaics in the nave depict-
ing scenes from the Old Testament. View relics of Jesus’ manger from Bethlehem
and the high altar, which contains the remains of St. Matthew the Evangelist. The
mosaics above the entablature are among the most ancient Christian mosaics in
Rome.  You will then present an informal 15-minute recital at one of the
Basilica’s in Rome.
Your gala dinner this evening will be at Benito Restaurant in Rome. Experience
an atmosphere of hospitality and friendship, and taste the Mediterranean cuisine
in a typical Roman setting with wine and music. 
Overnight at hotel in Rome. (B,D)

DDaayy 77 January 7, Monday: AM/Tour of the Vatican Museums;
Sistine Chapel; St. Peter’s Basilica - PM/At leisure for shopping
and personal activities
After breakfast, begin your morning of sightseeing with a visit to one of the great
art collections in the world, the Vatican Museums.

Here,
you will marvel at the world-famous Giotto frescoes depicting scenes from the life
of St. Francis.

Return in your comfortable motor coach for overnight at hotel in Rome.  (B,L)

DDaayy 99 January 9, Wednesday: Excursion to Subiaco –
Montecasino
After breakfast, we leave Rome to visit the famous Benedictine Monastery of
Subiaco. (Sacred grotto-Sacro Speco). When St. Benedict, at the age of fourteen,
retired from the world and lived for three years in a cave above the river Anio, he
was supplied with the necessaries of life by a monk, St. Roman. The grotto at the site
became the cradle of the Benedictine Order. This is also a treasure house of ancient
chant manuscript.

This afternoon, we continue to visit Montecasino, the 5th century Abbey and the
cradle of the Benedictine Order, where the motherhouse of the Benedictines was
founded by St. Benedict in 529 and where the saint worked many miracles.  The
Schola Cantorum of Santa Fe will then present Vespers and celebrate Mass at the
Abbey of Montecasino.
Independent dinner.
Overnight at hotel in Rome. (B)

TRAVEL DOCUMENTS: All participants must have a valid passport. U.S. Passports must be
valid for at least six (6) months, subsequent to return date. Special entry requirements for non-
U.S. citizens may apply.  Please consult the appropriate Consulate for current requirements.  It is
solely the passenger’s responsibility to ensure that all documents needed are completed and cur-
rent.  Peter’s Way Tours will not be held responsible for lack of current and valid entry documents.

SERVICE CHARGES: All service charges and local taxes as imposed by hotels are included in
the program rate.  Although service charges are included, it is customary to leave Euro 1.00 per
person for the waiters after each meal; Euro 1.00 per person per day for the maid/bell boys.

TIPPING: For good work, recommended (but voluntary) tipping to your tour manager is Euro 4.00
per passenger per day, to the driver is Euro 2.00 per passenger per day; for the local guides Euro 1.50
per passenger per day.  Tips for the tour manager and driver are normally given as a group at the end
of the tour.  Other gratuities are usually handled individually.

TRAVELER HEALTH ADVISORY: All passengers must ensure that they are medically and
physically fit for travel and that such traveling will not endanger themselves or others as pilgrim-
ages entail a lot of walking, climbing up/down stairs, etc.  Any passenger who is physically chal-
lenged must submit a certificate from his/her medical doctor stating that he/she is capable of
taking part in this pilgrimage without assistance.  If special assistance is required, the passenger
must travel with a companion willing and capable of providing any necessary assistance.

TRAVEL INSURANCE: It is strongly recommended that all participants buy insurance when
they travel since the tour operator is not responsible for medical emergencies, cancellations, trip
delays/interruption or lost/damaged luggage. Peter’s Way Tours offers an optional Passenger
Travel Protection Plan. These benefits and services help insure the well being of the passenger
while traveling worldwide. The Passenger Travel Protection Plan includes coverage for the
following: trip cancellation/interruption, baggage/personal effects, emergency evacuation,
repatriation, accident/sickness medical expenses, accidental death dismemberment & 24-hour
Emergency Assistance Services. These benefits and services are provided by Seven Corners,
Inc.; the plan administrator. Upon claim approval, reimbursement is up to 100% of non-refund-
able payments for your trip. The plan payments are based on total package price, including
departure taxes and fuel surcharges, single supplements, deviation fees, late charges, etc. The
premiums are: Up to $1,500.00 is $100.00; $1,501.00 to  $2,500.00 is $175.00; $2,501.00 to
$3,500.00 is $225.00; $3,501.00 to $4,500.00 is  $250.00; $4,501.00 and higher is  $275.00.
Cancellation For Any Reason upgrade can be added to your policy for an additional $100.00.
This includes reasons for cancellation not otherwise covered by the regular policy.
Reimbursement is 75% of the non-refundable payments for your trip. If the plan payment is
made at the time of deposit or within 10 days of receiving the Peter’s Way Tours “Tour
Deposit Acknowledgment Letter,” the passenger will be covered for pre-existing conditions.
However, the insurance plan can be purchased at anytime thereafter, excluding coverage for
pre-existing conditions, until final payment has been made. Plan payments will not be
accepted after final payment has been made. All plan payments are non-refundable.
Additional extended stay coverage needs to be requested; the insurance plan will not automat-
ically be extended. Any extended insurance plan will only cover pre-paid arrangements made
through Peter’s Way Tours. PLEASE NOTE: For complete details of coverage, terms, condi-
tions, exclusions, and pre-existing conditions for the insurance protection provided, refer to the
Description of Coverage, which you will receive with your travel documents. If you need fur-
ther information, please call Seven Corners at 1-800-690-6295, if outside the United States please
dial +1 317-318-2808 (collect call) and ask for the Peter’s Way Tours Desk.
